New Treasurer

County Band Fee

· A county band fee of $50 was charged to each band member in DeSoto County at the first of the year and is now past due.  

· The money goes into the band’s school activity fund where it will be used to cover expenses for travel, clinic fees, and MHSAA student fees.

· This must be paid in the office where a receipt will be written. The student must return this receipt to Mr. Newman to receive credit for payment on the band account. 

· This charge is separate from and in addition to the fair share fee.  

· $2,500 is still outstanding for county band fees with another $5,600 outstanding for fair share fees.
· Students receive monthly statements. Please check for any balances due.

Horn Lake Christmas Parade

The band will not be participating in the Horn Lake Christmas Parade this year due to a scheduling conflict with the Mississippi Bandmaster Clinic being held in Natchez, MS.  Both Mr. Newman and Mr. O’Donovan will be participating with several members of the band. The time of parade has been moved up to 6:00 p.m., and travel from Natchez in time for parade will be impossible.  Continuing to work with HL Chamber of Commerce to resolve conflict.
